GENERAL SESSION PRESENTATIONS

1. After “Speaker:” list the name of the speaker providing the lecture. 

2. If the speaker does not have any conflicts of interest, put an “X” in the box next to number 1. 

3. If the speaker has any conflicts of interest, put an “X” in the box next to number 2.  Next, list the details of the conflicts of interest in the grid. 

4. If the conflicts of interest do not have any relationship to the material presented during the lecture, put an “X” in the box next to number 3. 

5. If the conflicts of interest do have a relationship to the material presented during the lecture, put an “X” in the box next to number 4.  The conflicts of interest must then be resolved.  Please list three references to support the information presented in your lecture.  If the science being presented can not be supported with three references, please include a statement indicating this.  

6. Include this slide as the second slide in your presentation.
